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BY LAWS
FOR
SUMMER LEAGUES

IN THE GREATER BRISBANE AREA
These bylaws are to be read in conjunction with the Baseball Queensland Rules and 

the Official Rules of Baseball

1. GENERAL ADMINISTRATION  
1.1
The Board of Management of Baseball Queensland (BQ) will administer all summer league baseball in the Greater Brisbane area, for U14, U16, U20 and senior baseball.  This comprises an area bounded by Noosa (north), Toowoomba (west) and Gold Coast (south).   BQ Regions are permitted to run “in-house” competitions for teams that do not enter the main stream competitions.

Records
1.2
BQ shall keep accurate records of the following:  

a.   copies of all team lists from clubs participating in the competitions;  

b.   results of all games in the competitions;  

c.   all protests and reports recorded on game cards;  

d.   all cautions and ejection’s, as recorded on game cards by umpires; 

e.   all points/percentages allocated to each team according to the provisions of these by-laws;   

f.   other information as directed.  

Points/Percentage Ladders
1.3
BQ shall maintain a points or percentage ladder for each grade, in Competition Management on the BQ website, stating:  

a.   the name of every team in that grade;  

b.   the number of games played by each team;  

c.   the number of wins, losses and draws for each team;  

d.   the total runs for and against each team (where applicable);  

Objections
1.4
Clubs wishing to contest any statistics in the points/percentage tables must forward written objections to BQ. 

1.5
The objection must contain grounds for dispute and include relevant evidence, e.g. copy of scorebooks, game cards etc.    

1.6
The objection must occur within seven days of the posting of the relevant table on the web site.  

1.7
BQ can alter points/percentages to reflect the true positions of the teams.  

Team Grading (Juniors)  
1.8
Prior to each season, BQ will grade teams and clubs into a competition ladder. 

1.9
Up to the midpoint of the season, clubs or teams gradings may be reviewed.
1.10
Any regrading will be applicable from the date of notification.  

Appeals   
1.11
The notified club shall have two working days from the receipt of regrading notification to appeal in writing, the regrading as per the Disputes Procedures in section 6.   

Breaches Against Bylaws and Competition Rules
1.12
BQ shall forward to the relevant club secretary a Breach Form for each breach incurred.   

1.13
The Form shall detail all breaches of these By-laws and/or any rules applicable.  

Communication
1.14
While telephone contact may be appropriate on occasion, the preferred method of communication is written notification, sent by mail, fax or email. 

1.15
BQ shall deem any notification forwarded by facsimile or email to have been received by the addressee:  

a.   on the date of transmission (if sent by 5.00 pm) or  

b.   the following business day (if sent after 5.00 pm).  

General Administration:  What to do  
	My club wishes to contest the statistics in the point’s table.  

What must my club do?  


 Prepare written objections, including concise grounds for the dispute.  

 Include relevant evidence, e.g. copies of scorebooks, game cards etc.  

Within seven days of receipt of the statistics, forward written objections to BQ.  

 2. AFFILIATION

 Applications 
2.1
Clubs wishing to affiliate must complete Form N: Club Information Form and provide a covering letter (on official club letterhead) signed by the club President. Clubs must forward or fax the Form N and the covering letter to BQ by July 31st each year.
2.2
Applications from clubs affiliating for the first time must include: 

a.   a covering letter signed by the club President or nominated head of the proposed 
      organisation 

b.   a budget projection for the club 

c.   a certified copy of the Certificate of Incorporation 

d.   a submission for approval of the club's uniform colours, design and sponsorship logos.
e.   a three year Operation Plan
2.3
Before clubs can present players in any approved competition, they must obtain approval of the club's uniform colours and design.  Applications from clubs renewing their affiliation must include the club uniforms if they propose to change their authorised uniform colours, design or sponsorship logos. Clubs must also submit this if they wish to change their uniform or introduce new logos during the season. 

2.4
All grounds will be evaluated on the basis of the BQ Grounds Evaluation Form. 

2.5
BQ will review all affiliations, which will be valid for the ensuing 12 months. 

2.6
BQ may accept or reject any application for affiliation. BQ may use its discretion to impose certain conditions in respect of a club's application.  These conditions may include the rejection of any club officer or member. 

2.7
BQ may use its discretion to cancel or suspend the affiliation of any club at any time. 

3. COMPETITION RULES 2009/10
THE MAJOR LEAGUES
Preamble
The GBL Major Leagues will be conducted using two separate leagues.  The Major League and the Pacific League.

Qualifying Rounds

To determine the clubs in each of the leagues, the GBL will conduct a 15 club round robin for 7 ½ weeks.

Leagues

At the conclusion of the qualifying rounds, the top eight clubs, according to the standings, will be invited to join the Major League.  The Pacific League will be made up from the remaining seven clubs.   Clubs that win through to the Major League are required to meet the BQ criteria for that League.  Failing this, the club will be placed in the Pacific League and the next highest ranked Pacific League club will be invited to play in the Major League, as long as the criteria can be met.
Clubs wishing to participate in the Major and Pacific Leagues will need to field 3 senior teams in the 2009/2010 competition with the Major League and Pacific League being made up of A and B grade.

BQ is giving Clubs the option of placing their 3rd senior team in a competition below the Major and Pacific Leagues ie: Minor League, Masters etc. 

ALL GRADES - GAME DURATION (Senior)
BQ will compile the schedule and forward it to clubs at least seven days prior to the start of the season. 

3.1
All games in the Major League and Pacific League A grade are nine innings, or if a night game then it will be nine innings or 21/2 hours whichever comes first. 
All other games are 2 hours. 
3.2
The start time for Major League and Pacific League day and night games shall be:

Any earlier game scheduled at the same ground

3.3
In the event of double headers, all Major League and Pacific League games are seven innings.  Lower grade games must finish on time.   The scheduled start times will be:

a.   Major League and Pacific League A Grade

13:30

b.   Major League and Pacific League B Grade

11:00

c.   If an earlier game is scheduled at the same ground
08:30

3.4
An inning started before the scheduled finishing time shall be completed. An inning starts immediately after the final out of the previous innings. 
3.5
In Majors and Pacific League A Grade games, five innings shall constitute a regulation game. Four and a half innings are sufficient if the home team has scored more runs than the visiting team. 

3.6
In all time games four innings shall constitute a regulation game.  Three and a half innings are sufficient if the home team has scored more runs than the visiting team .  

3.7
A game of fewer than the respective minimum number of innings shall be declared "no game". 
3.8
If any senior team has less than nine players at any time, then the game will be called a forfeit.

3.9
Any game started late must finish at the scheduled time.
3.10
The plate umpire will be the official timekeeper.   The plate umpire may delegate this duty to another umpire or the scorers.
3.11
If either Major League or Pacific League A Grade team is leading by 10 runs or more after seven equal innings, or six and a half innings if the home team is leading, then the game will be called as a complete game.   In lower grades, the 10 run “rule” will be invoked after five complete innings or four and a half innings if the home team is leading.
ALL GRADES - GAME DURATION (Junior)
3.12
All games are two hours.  BQ will compile the schedule and forward it to clubs at least seven days prior to the start of the season. 

3.13
An inning started before the scheduled finishing time must be completed. An inning starts immediately after the final out of the previous innings.  

In all U14 Div 2 and U16 Div 2 games, the 6th run across the plate will constitute the 3rd out and end the offensive team's half inning.  That is, 6 runs over the plate ends the inning.
3.14
In all time games, three innings shall constitute a regulation game. Two and a half innings are sufficient if the home team is leading. 

3.15
A game of fewer than the respective minimum number of innings must be declared a “no game”. 

3.16
The plate umpire will be the official timekeeper.   The plate umpire may delegate this duty to another umpire or the scorers.
3.17
There will be a 15 minute grace period for a team with less than the required number of players.  However, the game must finish at the scheduled time.
GAME PARTICIPANTS          
Scorers 
3.18
Each team shall have its own competent scorer. Scorers of both teams must sit together during the game to assist the accurate recording of details in scorebooks. 

3.19
Major League and Pacific League A Grade scorers must be accredited to at least National level 2 standard.   If a team is unable to provide a National level 2 accredited scorer, then BQ may appoint a properly accredited scorer to the team and invoice the club for the service.
3.20
At the completion of the game, each scorer shall present that team’s official game card to the Umpire-in-Chief for checking, signing and return to the scorer. 

3.21
At all times during a game scorers must have in their possession the following items: 

a) An adequate supply of blank Incident Report Forms 

b) An adequate supply of Statutory Declarations 

c) A blank scorecard for the relevant grade 

d) A copy of the BQ By-Laws 

e) A copy of the BQ Baseball Rules 

f) A scorebook 

g) Appropriate stationery 

Players     
3.22
All teams shall field nine players unless specified in the BQ Rules. 

3.23
If a player leaving the game due to illness or injury reduces the team to eight players, another player previously replaced may re-enter the game. This can occur only if no new player is available. The re-entered player cannot pitch. 

3.24
Scorers must record on the official game card details of players injured in a game. To prove eligibility for the disabled list, players must forward a medical certificate or a Statutory Declaration to BQ within three working days of the injury occurring. The player will then be recorded on the disabled list. 

3.25
Players who are injured outside the field of play, eg work injuries, training etc. must forward a suitable medical certificate to BQ to be eligible for the disabled list.
3.26
Players on the disabled list will continue to be credited with game eligibility for finals (within their grade). 

3.27
Major League and Pacific League (A and B Grade) starting teams shall consist of nine players who have not taken part in any fixture for that day.
3.28
A breach of By-law 3.27 will be deemed a forfeit by the offending team playing on that day. 

3.29
Every player starting in a Major League or Pacific League game must play no fewer than three complete innings of the game. Only the pitcher or an injured player can be replaced from the bench. 

3.30
For Major League and Pacific League games, the designated hitter shall not be counted in the starting nine players. 

3.31
A player shall be listed on the game card only when that player enters the game. 

3.32
Players may move between teams in the same grade in the same club (to a maximum of twice per season per player) only to avert possible forfeit when one of those teams has a bye. 

Juniors playing for more than one club 
3.33
A junior player playing senior baseball must do so with the club with which that player is registered. However, if a junior playing at a Minor League club wishes to play senior baseball at a Major League or Pacific League club, then the player must forward a letter of application to BQ.
UNIFORMS    
3.34
All players, senior coaches and junior Div 1 coaches must wear full club playing uniform as per the rules of baseball. Newly registered players have a maximum of three weeks to obtain the correct uniform.  However, Major League and Pacific League players must present in full uniform at all times.
3.35
Coaches of other junior teams must wear at least a club shirt, club cap and enclosed shoes. 

3.36
Each coach and at least the Umpire-in-Chief officiating in a game shall enforce the uniforms By-law by making a note of any infringements on the gamecard. 

GAME BALLS 
3.37
The home team shall be responsible for the supply of new balls for each game. 

3.38
Teams must supply only those balls approved by BQ. 

3.39
In Major League and Pacific League A Grade, the home team shall provide three new balls and have four balls (suitable for game play) in reserve. 

3.40
In all other grades, the home team will provide two new balls and make available additional balls in good condition. 

3.41
In all grades, the Umpire-in-Chief will check and approve all game balls before the commencement of and during the game. 

GAME CARDS/RESULTS 
3.42
Home team representatives shall notify BQ of game details by 9:00am on the Monday following the game.  These must include scores for the game, together with details of any ejections, cautions or protests recorded on the game card.  MVP Points must be included (see POINTS below).
Details of Major League A Grade games must also be forwarded to Mike O’Donnell (0411 749 910) by:


Friday Games

10:00am on Saturday morning

Sunday Games
17:30pm on that day. 

 3.43
Home team scorer shall ensure that: 

a) game cards are fully completed, accurate, and legible 

b) team coaches print their name in the appropriate place on the card 

c) Umpires-in-Chief and Head Coach must sign and print their name in the appropriate place on the card. 

3.44
Home team scorer must forward completed game cards, for that game, to BQ within two working days of the game. 

POINTS 
Premiership percentages / points shall be awarded as follows: 
3.45
If a game is played, points and percentages will be awarded even where some or all of the other games in that grade in that round are washed out. 
3.46
If any games are called off because of inclement weather they will not be rescheduled, except during the Major Leagues qualifying round, where all washouts must be played.  Any team that does not play a washout in the preliminary round will incur a forfeit.
3.47
All scorers must receive MVP points from the head coaches.  The points allocated must reflect the best players in the game.  It is not mandatory for a player in the losing team to be allocated any points.  A total of six points are available.
Seniors

3.48
All competitions are by winning percentage, with ½ a win given for a draw.

3.49
Night games that are incomplete or washed out, will be played as a double header on the following Sunday. 
3.50
If any double header games are called off because of inclement weather, they will be declared a no game and will not be rescheduled. 

Juniors 
3.51
Div 1 and U20 teams will play for winning percentage, with ½ a win given for a draw.  However, other juniors will play for points:
Win 

3 points
Draw

2 points

Loss

1 point 

3.52
It may be necessary to make points allocation for byes if an individual division has an unequal number of byes per team. 

PREMIERSHIPS & FINALS 
3.53
Semi-finals, preliminary finals and Grand Finals shall be played as determined by BQ and notified in the Fixture Schedule, or elsewhere. 

3.54
Should any two or more teams finish in equal positions after completion of fixtures, BQ shall allocate places using the following criteria: 

a.   Win-loss percentage for the season.
b.   Head to head for the teams for the season. 

c.   Then runs for and against, head to head for the season.  

d.   Then runs for and against overall for the season. 

3.55
A club championship shall be awarded separately for each level within the overall BQ competition.  If there is more than one club team in a level, only the club team gaining the highest points will be taken into account for that level. 

3.56
The team finishing highest on the table at the end of the scheduled fixtures shall be designated as the home team for the first semi-final. 

3.57
BQ will determine an appropriate format for the finals series. 

3.58
BQ shall meet the costs for grand final games, eg baseballs, umpires and lights, and shall notify the clubs involved of the arrangements for other finals. 
3.59
Major League and Pacific League A Grade finals games will be nine innings.   All Major League and Pacific League A Grade finals shall be played over a best of three games series, with the team winning two games becoming the winning team. The second game of any three game series shall be played on a Sunday, weather permitting.
3.60
All other leagues and grades will be two hours in the semi finals.   

3.61
For Under 16 Div 1, Under 20 and senior Grand Finals other than Major League and Pacific League A Grades: 

a.   All games shall be seven innings games. 

b.   If tied at the end of seven innings, the game shall be played until a result  

  
      is achieved, but to a maximum of nine innings. 

c.   If still tied at nine innings, the result of the game shall be declared in  

    
      favour of the team with the better head to head results throughout the  

    
      season. Should this prove to be impossible then the team with the  

    
      highest competition standing will be declared the winner. 

d.   In the event of inclement weather, three innings shall constitute a complete  

    
      game. 

e.   If the game is a called off due to inclement weather, BQ will reschedule the game 

      for the following week. 

f.   In the event of the rescheduled Grand Final then being called off, the process in 

      (c) above applies. 

3.62
For Under 16 Div 2 and Under 14 Grand Finals: 

a.   All games shall be two hours or seven innings, whichever comes first. 

b.   If tied at the end of two hours or seven innings, the game shall be played
       
      until a result is achieved, but to a maximum of nine innings. 

c.   If still tied at nine innings, the result of the game shall be declared in favour  

    
     of the team with the better head to head results throughout the season.  

    
     Should this prove to be impossible then the team with the highest  

    
     competition standing will be declared the winner. 

d.   In the event of inclement weather, three innings shall constitute a complete  

   
      game. 

e.   If the game is called off due to inclement weather, BQ will reschedule the game for

      the following week. 

f.   In the event of the rescheduled Grand Final then being called off, the process in 

      (c) above applies. 

3.63
BQ will allocate a maximum of 16 trophies or medallions to each team winning their respective Grand Final. 

GROUNDS/FIELDS                       
3.64
All nominated fields must be available for the commencement of the competition, unless BQ grants an exemption. 

3.65
Clubs must fully and accurately mark fields for every game to the satisfaction of the umpire. Marking must be to the correct dimensions as per the Rules of Baseball. Markings must include at least base paths, foul lines, and batting and coaching boxes. 

3.66
Clubs must keep all grounds/fields in a clean and tidy condition at all times. Grounds must be free from dangerous objects and all other obstacles likely to cause injury to players, officials and visitors.  Ground Marshals will carry out inspections prior to the commencement of games for the day. 
3.67
Prior to the commencement of each season, BQ will inspect all fields and complete the Grounds Evaluation Form. 

3.68
Clubs must maintain all fields to BQ approved standards. A BQ official may inspect a club’s fields at any time. The official may direct the club to rectify its fields and may prohibit games on those grounds until satisfied with the rectification. (Such directions may be verbal initially and confirmed in writing if necessary.) 

3.69
If BQ withdraws grounds from use pending rectification, no games (Junior or Senior) can be played on those grounds until they are declared satisfactory. 

3.70
The host club must provide adequate toilet facilities at their ground. The club must open these facilities during all games and training sessions at that ground. Clubs must keep these facilities in a clean and hygienic condition in compliance with local government regulations. 

3.71
All grounds must have a properly enclosed playing field and home run fence. 

3.72
The host club must open a canteen during all games played at their ground. The canteen must provide hot and cold drinks and a variety of food items available for purchase during all games played at the ground. Failure to provide adequate canteen facilities may result in no future home games for that club. 

3.73
Clubs must not sell beverages of any type in glass containers. 

3.74
Visiting teams and supporters must not bring alcohol to a host club's ground.  
3.75
The host club shall provide a clearly defined dugout, seating and shade cover for both teams, and seating and shade cover for scorers. 

3.76
Clubs hosting finals are required to have a groundsman on site to maintain the field throughout the day. 

3.77
Host clubs are required to provide wet weather ground covers for the pitchers mound and the home plate area. 

3.78
Host clubs must make available for perusal, copies of the Rules of Baseball, the current BQ By-Laws and BQ Baseball Rules. 

3.79
Host clubs are to provide a telephone for emergency contacts, an adequate first aid kit and ice for injuries. These items must be located at the canteen.
3.80
Each club will appoint a Ground Marshal who will be clearly identified by wearing the designated vest as supplied by BQ.   The duties of the Ground Marshal are as per the attached Major League criteria.

INCLEMENT WEATHER PROCEDURE 
3.81
In the case of wet weather, it is imperative that clubs inspect the grounds and if unplayable the wet weather contact must: 

a.   notify the opposing club wet weather contact, not less than two hours prior to the 
      scheduled game start time.
b.   If the visiting club is located more than 70km from the destination field, three  

      hours notification must be given. 

3.82
In the case of extreme heat (38o C or more) being forecast by the Bureau of                       Meteorology on the day preceding games, all games will be cancelled by BQ.  

3.83
Notification must, in the first instance be to the person nominated by the opposing club as the wet weather contact. 

3.84
Games are to be called off one grade at a time, unless it is obvious that the ground is unplayable for the entire day. 

3.85
If a game in progress is interrupted by rain, the umpires may suspend the game as per the Rules of Baseball. 

3.86
If a game commences, but is halted due to inclement weather before it becomes a regulation game, scorers must still complete game cards and forward them to BQ. This will enable participants to be credited with game eligibility for finals (within the grade) and to keep accurate win/loss records.   Home team scorers must notify BQ of a washout by sending a game card.
FORFEITS 
3.87
A team that is unable to field a team in a scheduled game shall notify the opposing team at least two working days prior to the commencement of the scheduled game.  BQ must also be notified.
3.88
Any club wishing to reschedule any game must apply in writing to BQ, stating the reasons for the rescheduling.  The application will only be accepted by BQ if more than 72 hours notice is given.
TOURNAMENTS 
Clubs hosting a League or Club tournament of any type shall be bound by the following: 

3.89
Within two working days of being granted the tournament, the club shall provide BQ with written notification of the following: 

a.   The person who shall be the Tournament Director, together with all relevant contact 
  details. This person is to co-ordinate the club involvement in the tournament and is on

  site for the duration of the Tournament. 
b.   The names and contact numbers of at least four other people who will comprise the 
      tournament committee, and who will be on site during the tournament. 

3.90
If the hosting club decides not to continue with the staging of the tournament, they must notify BQ in writing at least 14 days prior to the proposed date/s of the tournament, stating the reasons for this decision. 

3.91
If a tournament is to be called off/postponed because of inclement weather or unsafe grounds, this must be done as soon as practicable, but not later than 5.00pm on the day immediately preceding the proposed tournament commencement date. 

3.92
If this decision is made, the following actions must take place: 


a)  The club’s nominated Tournament Director must notify BQ as soon as practicable. 

b)  BQ will in turn immediately notify the nominated clubs. 

4. UMPIRES  
4.1
All umpires are to be conversant with the Official Rules of Baseball, the Baseball Queensland Rules and these bylaws.

4.2
In Major League and Pacific League A Grade, where no QBUA umpires have been appointed, the home team shall provide all umpires. These umpires must be QBUA approved level 1 and must wear the gold shirt.   In all other senior grades, the umpire may be QBUA approved Level 0 and is required to wear the Green Shirt.
4.3
In all junior grades the home team shall provide the plate and the away team the base umpire.  These umpires must be QBUA approved minimum level 0 (including those qualified to wear the green or gold shirt).
4.4
For all Grades, the Umpire-in-Chief must call from behind the plate.   The base umpire must 


remain standing at all times. 

4.5
Umpires shall not be replaced during a game unless they are injured or ill, or have the 

agreement of both team coaches. 

4.6
Umpires must be suitably dressed, either in the QBUA blue shirt or at least the BQ supplied 


gold or green shirt.  Umpires must wear enclosed footwear and, in the case of the plate

            umpire, the necessary protective equipment. 

4.7
All umpires, whether blue, gold or green shirted, have the same rights and authority. They therefore: 

·  command the same respect and  

·  have the same responsibilities to the BQ Judiciary. 

4.8
At the end of each game, Umpires-in-Chief shall complete and sign the official game cards and scorebooks, and print their name on the game card. 

4.9
All umpires must complete an incident report for any ejection, or other incident they wish to report.

5. ELIGIBILITY TO PLAY 
REGISTRATION OF PLAYERS 
5.1
Clubs must register all players on the MyClub data base and they are to be “current” before 


taking the field.
5.2
Upon signing a club registration form, players are deemed to be affiliated.  They are to be 

made MyClub “current” within three days.  Players cannot enter the field for game purposes until they have signed the registration form.  Be advised that clubs should collect at least the BQ component of fees from players at registration, so that the club is able to pay BQ when invoiced. 

5.3
Player details on MyClub must be up to date and include the following information relevant to each player: 


a) Full name


b) Current address



c) Date of Birth



d) Junior or Senior


e) Guardian’s name if a Junior



f) Current phone contact



g) Current email address if appropriate


Clubs are advised to inform members of their ID number and password so that they can amend their own records when necessary.

5.4
All clubs are to pay invoices within seven days of receipt of invoice, or they will be deemed 



unfinancial.
5.5
Any Club deemed unfinancial by BQ will not continue to play in the competitions. Games 


scheduled during the unfinancial period will be deemed to be a win for the opposing team. 

5.6
Any club deemed unfinancial shall not receive trophies or awards until the club becomes 


financial. 

LISTING OF COACHES AND SCORERS 
5.7
Clubs must provide BQ with contact details of all coaches, umpires and scorers. 

PARTICIPATION ELIGIBILITY 
5.8
To be eligible to participate in any game, clubs and players must meet the conditions listed in 


the remaining paragraphs. 

5.9
Players transferring between clubs must meet the specific conditions listed in paragraphs 5.10 to 5.14. 

Transfers within GBL and intrastate 
All clearances for players are to be completed in accordance with the instructions on the BQ 

website.
5.10
Transfers between clubs during the season shall be granted only if application in writing is made to BQ, outlining the extenuating circumstances.
5.11
Unfinancial players are not eligible to transfer between clubs and should not be granted a 



clearance by the losing club. 

5.12
All clearance requirements must be fulfilled before a player can take the field. 

Import players 
5.13
An import player who has not played previously for any club in Australia must register in 
            accordance with these By-laws. 

5.14
An import player who has played previously in Australia must provide a clearance in the same manner as a player transferring from another club. 
5.15
Any player who is not an Australian citizen or a permanent resident is deemed an import. This 


does not include university, college or high school students. 

5.16
No club is permitted the services of more than two import players per season.  If an import player leaves the club for any reason, that player cannot be replaced by another import player.
5.17
Clubs must notify BQ in writing of any imports playing with the club, assuring BQ that all 



legal matters pertaining to visas have been properly completed.

Playing in Grades 
5.18
A player may be downgraded not more than one grade per game unless the club does not have consecutive-grade teams. 

5.19
No player shall be allowed to play in more than two grades on the same day. 

Eligibility for finals 
5.20
To be eligible for senior finals, players must have played a minimum of 25% of senior games
for their club.  Players in a particular grade must have played the majority of scheduled games for that grade or lower.
5.21
To be eligible for Junior finals, players must have played in a minimum of 25% of Junior games for their club and satisfy all other criteria as set out in these By-laws or elsewhere.
5.22
Providing by-laws 5.20 and 5.21 above are satisfied, players can play only in the grade immediately above their registered grade during finals. 

5.23
Washouts (before the game commences) shall not count as "games played" in determining a player's eligibility for finals. 

5.24
In respect of forfeits, only the non-forfeiting team will be credited with eligibility. 

5.25
Players cannot be nominated for more than one team at the same time, unless they are juniors playing seniors games. 

5.26
Where two or more Junior or Senior teams compete at the same level within a club, the club may not exchange or alternate players among these teams in normal competition or during any final, unless stated otherwise in these By-laws.
6. DISPUTES AND PROTESTS 
DISPUTES (DISAGREEMENT WITH COMPETITION ADMINISTRATION)      
6.1
Any club or player may dispute anything relating to the administration of the competitions by forwarding a written request to BQ. 
6.2
BQ will nominate a Disputes Committee to hear any dispute. The Disputes Committee will be appointed by BQ.
6.3
The Committee shall decide the outcome of a dispute either by considering written submissions alone, or by interviewing parties to the dispute. At any such interview, parties will have time to present their case. 

6.4
The decision of the Disputes Committee shall not be subject to further appeal. 

PROTESTS (DISAGREEMENT WITH TECHNICAL GAME RULES) 
6.5
During a game, any club may protest a ruling associated with a game on the grounds that the ruling is contrary to the rules of baseball.  At no time can a judgement decision be protested. 

6.6
At the time of a protest, the protesting club must advise the Umpire-in-Chief of the nature of the protest. 

6.7
When a protest is made during a game: 
a.   The Umpire-in-Chief must inform the scorers that the game is being played under 

      protest. 
b.   The Umpire-in-Chief must inform the manager of the opposing team of the nature 
      of the protest. 
c.   Scorers must record details of the protest on the game card. 
d.   Scorers must record the time of the protest on the game card and in the 

      appropriate section of the scorebooks. 

6.8
After the game, scorers must advise BQ of the protest when advising the game result. 

6.9
After the game, the protesting club must fax a printed copy of the protest to BQ.
6.10
BQ will then take appropriate action to resolve the protest as soon as practicable. 

DISPUTES ABOUT ADMINISTRATION: WHAT TO DO
I/We wish to dispute some aspect of game administration.
What must I/we do?
· Forward a written dispute to BQ including all relevant details of the dispute. 

PROTESTS DURING A GAME
Protesting club 
I/We wish to lodge a protest about an incident during the game.
What must I/we do?
· Advise the Umpire-in-Chief of the nature of the protest.

· Within two working days after the game, forward a written protest including all relevant details to BQ.

Scorers 
A protest is lodged during the game. 
What must we do? 
· Immediately copy the details of the protest onto the game cards. 

· Immediately copy the time of the protest onto the game cards and in the appropriate section of the scorebook. 

· When advising game results to BQ, advise details of the protest. 
7. SCHEDULE OF PENALTIES  
WARNING:  If a player is ejected for any reason in the Major League or Pacific League A and B Grades, then the field manager will be ejected automatically from the game with the player.   He will be required to leave the field of play and take no further part in the game.  The judiciary takes a dim view of players and coaches that continue to make comments from outside the field of play.
7.1
BQ shall have the right to impose a penalty for any breach of these By-laws, including but not limited to the following. 

7.2
If the penalty is not monetary, it shall be the same as stated in these By-laws. 

7.3
Clubs must pay all breaches in full within 30 days of the date of the Breach Form (but two days prior to participation in any finals).  If fine is not paid in full within 30 days of the Breach Form, no appeal will be considered. 

7.4
Payments must include a remittance advice and a cheque payable to Baseball Queensland.

8. JUDICIARY 
POLICY 
8.1
BQ can cite any alleged offender that has committed an offence contrary to these 
By-laws, to 

appear before the Judiciary Committee. This committee will be appointed by BQ. 

 
8.2
BQ appoints and empowers the Judiciary Chairman to enforce the BQ By-laws. The Judiciary 
Chairman has the right to appoint any person to a committee, a Judiciary Panel or an Appeals 


Panel. The Judiciary Chairman is deemed to be independent of any club and therefore can sit 


on any hearing. 

8.3
The Judiciary Chairman can cite any club, official, player or individual to appear before a 
hearing. 

8.4
The Judiciary Chairman can suspend at any time any judicial proceedings or processes for the 

sake of natural justice. 
8.5
The Judiciary Chairman can impose on the offending club, official, player or individual a 

penalty that is deemed appropriate to the offence. 

ACCOUNTABILITIES 
8.6
Umpires issuing a caution or an ejection must report the name and number of the alleged 

offender and the nature of the offence on the back of the official game card, and sign it. They 

must also complete an Incident Report Form and forward it to BQ by 5:00pm on the Tuesday 

following the game. 

 8.7
A player or official ejected from a game must complete an Incident Report form (available 

from the game scorer). They must then forward the completed form to BQ by 5:00pm on the 

Tuesday following the game. 
8.8
BQ shall notify the Chairman of the Judiciary Committee of cautions, ejections and protests.
8.9
a)  As soon a practicable after the offence, BQ shall notify the alleged offender of any further 
action. If the alleged offender is cited, BQ will advise that person (and any other person 
required to appear) of the time, date and place of the hearing. 
b)  The BQ notification will also include the charge(s), a request for a plea, and the penalty if 

      
a guilty plea is taken.

c)  If a not guilty plea is taken, then the alleged offender must advise BQ of all witnesses (if 

     
any) that they wish to appear before the judiciary.   This can include the umpire(s).
8.10
Where players or officials on report are participating in finals, the judiciary will sit prior to 
the next round of finals. Consequently, the players or officials must submit their report form 
personally (or fax it) to the BQ representative. This must occur within 24 hours after the end 
of the game from which they were ejected. Failure to supply the required written reports 
within the 24 hours will result in the players/officials being unavailable for finals. Should 
there be any reason why the judiciary cannot sit at the required time, the relevant parties will 
be notified by phone of alternative arrangements. 

REPRESENTATION 
8.11
When a club is cited to appear before the Judiciary Committee, one person from the club’s 
executive committee must represent the club. This should be the President or the highest 

available representative of the club's executive committee. 

8.12
It is mandatory that all cited persons appear at the judiciary.   However, they can nominate 
another person to advocate on their behalf at the hearing. Cited persons choosing an advocate 
must inform the Judiciary Chairman in writing of the name of the proposed advocate.  Players 
must also be accompanied by the relevant coach. 

8.13
Cited persons or clubs wishing to be represented at the hearing by legal counsel must provide 
written advice to BQ at least two working days prior to the hearing.  This advice should 
include both the name of the legal representative and their firm. 

 OFFENCES 
8.14
All ejections from a game are liable to result in citation to appear before the Judiciary 

Committee. This applies also to any behaviour, which in the opinion of BQ, may bring the 
game of baseball into disrepute. 

 Offensive behaviour 
8.15
Offensive behaviour includes the use of any threatening, abusive or insulting words or actions 
to any person, including disputing the umpire’s judgment call. It also includes the use of 
indecent or profane language or gestures in circumstances, which the umpire deems to be 
inappropriate. This also includes gear or equipment abuse.
8.16
The umpire may caution or eject any player or other person who, in the umpire’s opinion, is 
guilty of offensive behaviour. 

8.17
The umpire will eject any player or official found using any tobacco or alcohol products, or 
any illicit drugs during a game.  In accordance with Queensland Government legislation, this 

includes anywhere within the boundaries of the venue. 

 Dangerous behaviour 
 8.18
Dangerous behaviour comprises behaviour that an umpire considers threatening or potentially 

injurious to any player, umpire or other person. 

 8.19
An umpire shall eject from the game any player or other person who, in the umpire’s opinion, 

is guilty of dangerous behaviour.  This includes other players illegally leaving their position 


on the field of play at the time of the incident.
Violent behaviour 
8.20
Violent behaviour comprises behaviour that an umpire considers an act of physical violence 
towards any other person. This includes fighting and illegal contact with an umpire.
8.21
An umpire shall eject from the game any player or other person who, in the umpire’s opinion, 
is guilty of violent behaviour.  

SUSPENSIONS 
8.22
Cited players are eligible to participate in games until such time as the Judiciary Committee 
imposes a suspension. 

8.23
A suspension will apply for a specified period of games. The Judiciary Committee shall 
nominate the beginning and ending dates of any suspension. 

8.24
A suspension invoked by the Judiciary Committee shall exclude the offender from 
participating in any baseball activities during the period of the suspension. 

 FAILURE TO APPEAR AT HEARING 
8.25
Any player, official or Club representative or other individual failing to appear at a Judiciary 
Committee hearing will be suspended automatically from participation in any baseball 
activities. This suspension will remain in force until a hearing is completed. However, the 
Judiciary Chairman can temporarily lift such a suspension in extenuating circumstances. 

 APPEALS 
8.26
BQ will appoint an Appeals Committee comprising three or more impartial persons. Members 
of an Appeals Committee cannot be affiliated with any of the clubs involved in an appeal. 

8.27
Any player, official or club may appeal to BQ against any Judiciary Committee decision. 

8.28
Appeals must state clearly the grounds for the appeal.  Failure to do this will invalidate the 
appeal. Grounds cannot include evidence that has been heard previously.  Appellants must 
lodge appeals within two working days after notification of the judiciary decision. (Clubs 
lodging appeals must write the appeals on official club letterhead.) Appeals should be 
forwarded to BQ.
8.29
BQ will make every effort to expedite the outcome of any appeals to ensure fairness to all 
concerned. BQ will hear appeals within seven days of receipt of the appeal.
8.30
Any penalty imposed shall be suspended until a decision on the appeal is made by the 

Appeals Committee, only if the appeal is made on grounds other than severity of sentence.

BASEBALL QUEENSLAND

Racial and Religious Vilification
This document is an integral addition to the Baseball Queensland By-Laws and is to be made available to all club members for their perusal and understanding. 
1. Racial and religious vilification
Prohibited Conduct

No person in their capacity as a member of a Club or, in the course of carrying out their duties or functions as or incidental to being a member of a Club (being a person entitled to enter the arena during the course of or prior to or during any break in play in any match) shall act towards or speak to any other person in a manner, or engage in any other conduct which threatens, disparages, vilifies or insults another person (“the person vilified) on the basis of that person’s race, religion, colour, descent or national or ethnic origin.

2. Lodging Complaint

In the event that it is alleged that a person has contravened regulation 1 an Umpire, Club or Player may by 5:00pm on the first working day following the day on which the contravention is alleged to have occurred, lodge a complaint in writing with the person appointed from time to time by the BQI Board of Management as the Complaints Officer for the purposes of this regulation. The complaint must outline the circumstances of the allegations made against a person.

3. Complaints Officer

The Complaints Officer shall:

(a) inform the person alleged to have contravened regulation 1 of the complaint and provide that person with an opportunity to respond to it in writing;

(b) identify and obtain written statements from any available witnesses;

(c) obtain video or other produced evidence through the multi-media and

(d) arrange for the complaint to be conciliated and take all steps necessary for the complaint to be conciliated.

4. Confidentiality and No Public Comment

Subject to Regulation 7

(a) the particulars of a complaint and the conciliation shall at all times remain confidential, and 

(b) a person shall not publicly comment on or disseminate to any person information concerning a complaint at any time to, during or after the conciliation.

5. Conciliator

A conciliation arranged under regulation 3 shall be conducted by a suitable independent person appointed by the BQI Board of Management upon agreement between the parties.

6. Attendance at Education Program

Where:-

(i)
a person alleged to have contravened regulation 1 attends a conciliation for the first time (other than as a person vilified) and 

(ii)
the complaint against the person is resolved at conciliation, the person shall attend an education program in relation to racial and religious vilification as approved from time to time by the BQI Board of Management.

7. Public statement

Where a matter is resolved by conciliation, the only public statement that shall be made concerning a complaint and its resolution shall be that agreed by the parties.

8. Unsuccessful Conciliation

Where the Complaints Officer is of the opinion that the matter has not been resolved by conciliation, the Complaints Officer shall:-

(i) In the case of a player, refer the complaint to the GBBB Judiciary Committee to be dealt with as a Reportable Offence as defined in the GBBB By-Laws, or

(ii) In the case of any other person, refer the complaint to the BQI Board of Management to be dealt with under the Constitution of the Association.

9. Previous Involvement

Where a person alleged to have contravened Regulation 1 has previously taken part in a conciliation (other than as a person vilified), the Complaints Officer may refer the complaint directly to the GBB Judiciary Committee to be dealt with as a Reportable Offence (in the case of a player) or directly to the BQI Board of Management to be dealt with under the Constitution of the Association (in the case of any other person).

10. Evidence before Judiciary Committee or Board of Management

In the event that a complaint is referred to the Judiciary Committee or the BQI Board of Management under this Regulation ?, no evidence shall be given to or be accepted by the Judiciary Committee or the Board of Management relating to anything said or done in any conciliation carried out pursuant to Regulation 3.

11. Chief Executive Officer – BQI

In the event that a Complaints Officer has not been appointed for the purposes of this regulation or if appointed is for any reason unavailable to act under this Regulation the Complaints Officer for the purpose of this Regulation shall be the Chief Executive Officer – BQI.

12. Referring Complaint

In any case where the Complaints Officer determines to refer the complaint to the Judiciary Committee or the BQI Board of Management, the complaint shall be referred to the Judiciary Committee or the BQI Board of Management, as the case may be, as soon as practicable.

13. Time Limit

Any time limit for the doing of anything referred to in this Regulation may be extended by the BQI Board of Management if in the opinion of the Board of Management it is just and equitable to do so.

14. Liability of Club

(a) In the event that a complaint under these Regulations in respect of conduct engaged in by a person is found to have been proven by the Judiciary Committee or where the BQI Board of Management determines that a person is the subject of a complaint has been involved in conduct which is unbecoming or prejudicial to the interest of BQI, the Club associated with the person at the time of the conduct shall be deemed to be vicariously liable for the conduct of the person and shall be asked to attend a meeting of the BQI Board of Management in which the Board is empowered to penalize the Club including a fine.

(b) Regulation 14(a) does not apply to  a contravention by a person if in the opinion of the BQI Board of Management the Club took all reasonable steps to prevent members or those otherwise associated with the Club from engaging in the conduct which contravened the vilification regulations.

15. Continuous Education

Each Club should:-

(a) ensure that all of its Players, Coaches, Officials and other members are versed with 

     these regulations and education program. 
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
